Trip Information

Extend your Montana vacation by taking a trip to Glacier National Park (GNP) and experience its breath-taking
views. Our trip will start at the conclusion of the main convention in Billings, on Saturday, July 23. We will be gone
for 4 nights, returning to Billings on Wednesday, July 27.

The trip package includes 4 hotel nights with breakfasts, bus transportation and guide, tour of GNP’s Going to the
Sun Road on one of the Park’s Red Buses, a boat ride to Waterton Lakes National Park and the Prince of Wales Hotel
(for those with a passport) or a tour of the Glacier area and Indian area (for those without a passport), and more.

On Saturday, after leaving Billings, we will travel to Great Falls, MT, where we visit the Interpretive Center and have
lunch (on your own). Later in the afternoon, we arrive at the East Glacier Mission in time for Saturday evening
Mass. Later, we will check in to our hotel at East Glacier for the next 3 nights. Dinner is on your own.

Sunday will find us taking 1 of 2 possible tours (cost included in the package). For those with passports, we will travel
to Waterton Lakes National Park, on the Canadian side. We will visit the beautiful Prince of Wales Hotel, where you
can have lunch. From there, we will take a boat ride to Goat Haunt, which is the “International Gateway between Gla-
cier National Park USA and Waterton Park Canada.”

Everyone else will take the Glacier Sun Tour. Through a Blackfeet perspective tour of GNP over the Going to the Sun
Road (led by life residents of the reservation), we will concentrate on Glacier’s natural features relevant to the Black-
feet Nation, past and present.

Monday, the group will be taken to Glacier Park Lodge (East Glacier), where we will meet the Red Bus Tours for a
day-long tour of GNP, including the spectacular Going to the Sun Road, which traverses the Park from East Glacier to
West Glacier. Lunch will be on your own.

Tuesday, after checking out of our hotel, will take us to Many Glaciers for a one hour stop. From there, we will take
Hwy. 2 around the southern tip of the Park, stopping for lunch (on your own) at the Isaak Walton Inn at Essex.
Later, we will arrive at Apgar and McDonald Lake, the west entrance to GNP, for a tour of the area, and an optional
cruise on the lake. Tuesday evening we will arrive and check into our hotel in Kalispell. If traveling home by Amtrak
train, you will board it at West Glacier. West bound leaves about 8:30 PM; east bound leaves around 8 in the morn-
ing. There is no train stop in Kalispell.

On Wednesday, you can either fly home from Kalispell, or continue on our tour bus back to Billings, arriving in the
late evening and checking back into the Crowne Plaza Hotel for 1 night.
